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ABOUT US AND OUR FACILITIES

1. Hobson Motor Inn has been owned and operated (with managers) by the same part-
nership of 4 Auckland families since its opening in1990 Wings function Centre
(which is part of the Motor Inn) is owned by the same partnership and opened in
1994.

2. Hobson Motor Inn consists of 29 one, two or three bedroom units. There are 11 one
bedroom units (2 with wheel chair access), 15 two bedroom units, and 3 three bed-
room units. In addition there are a further 8 units owned and used by timeshare own-
ers (CPW). The accommodation units have all been redecorated inside progressively
from 2005 to November 2008. Wings conference and function centre is also part of
Hobson Motor Inn. In 2008 new Queen Beds were purchased to replace the previous
double beds and 10 new single beds and a number of new-3eated couches were
purchased.

3.  All units feature separate bedroom(s) and lounge, with self contained cooking facili-
ties and Sky TV. One unit has a private spa pool. There is also a separate spa for gen-
eral guest use. The one bedroom units all have Queen Beds in a separate bedroom
and a Single bed in the lounge. Refer to our Room Configuration form for details.

4.  Facilities include large outdoor Swimming Pool, Guest Laundry, G#ftreet Parking,
Licensed oOWingso Conference and Functio
Cour se, Petanque Court, and outdoor BBQ
area. Internet broadband is available There are three large outdoor aerials to deliver
wireless broadband to all the units. There is a charge for usage (from $1.00 for 10 MB
of Data @ August 09) which can be purchased from Reception after check in. Refer to
our compendium for details.

5. The facilities are situated in spacious grounds with large oftreet parking area.

There is a (small) Sports Domain within 5 minutes walk.

7. There is a team meeting room available, subject to our agreement, unless in prior
use.

8. Hobson Motor Innprovides facilities for Accommodation (for day and long stays) and
its Wings Events/Function Centre provides facilities for Conferences, Functions, Wed-
ding receptions, birthdays, and other events. We also have a separate detail@for-
mationp ac k cWilnlgesd BEv eavdilable foraceekit® catered for at the Wings
centre.

9. Wings can cater forWeddings /civil unions and other Functions for from 50 140 peo-
ple (but depending on circumstances up to 180) and for conferences for from 10 to
200 persons (seated). The Wings Centre was refurnished inside in 2004 and outside
in 2005. It has air conditioning (cooling and heating).

10. Dogs and animals are not permitted inside Units. Pets arenot permitted inside your
motor vehicle, if the vehicle is on our property. If you do not adhere and your pet dam-
ages any Motel property the repair cost shall be charged to your account and we will
require your immediate departure.

11. All units are Smoke Free. Plastic Chairs & ashtrays are supplied outside for all smok-
ers. If you do not adhere the refreshing/cleaning cost shall be charged to your account
and we will require your immediate departure.

The spa pool
hire is at no chargefor first %2 hour and thereafter $2.00 per 2 hour or part thereof.
The Sauna Hire i$10.00 per hour or part thereof. The Spa / Sauna keys must be col-
lected from and returned to reception. The spa and sauna rooms must be vacated be-
fore and will be locked when reception closes.

The Outdoor Swimming PoolComplex is situated between units 27 and 28 at the end
of block 5 and is available for use at no charge during summer. The pool should not
be used later than reception closing times. The pool is not heated.

There isa Mini-Golf Coursein the centre of the facility and aPetanque Areabetween
units 32 & 33. The Mini Golf clubs & balls are available for guest use from reception
at no cost. The Petanque set is also available for guest use from reception at no cost.
Items must not be kept overnight and must be returned to reception by reception clos-
ing time. Any item not returned may be charged against your account at the rate of

OUR LOCATION

1. Hobson Motor Innis located at the end of the North Western Motorway (Highway 16)
from the West or South and from the North is accessed over the Upper Harbour Bridge
(at Greenhithe) (Highway 18). From Auckland City it can be accessed either along the
North Western Motorway or along the Northern Motorway (heading to North Shore)
turning off at Upper Harbour Highway (Highway 18) where it meets Constellation
Drive. Hobson Motor Inn is close to the Greenhithe Motorway from Hobsonville to the
North Shore (at Constellation Drive).

2. At non peak traffic times it is very approximately 15 minutes from Queen Street
(Auckland City Centre), 80 minutes to Albany Industrial Estate, North Harbour Sta-
dium at Albany, and Rosedale Sports complex, 10 minutes to Waitakere Trust Sta-
dium (major indoor sports centre) and the Westwave (major Swimming Centre) at
Henderson. 510 minutes to Kumeu. The Westgate Shopping Centre is the nearest
major centre to the Motor Inn at the Western end of Hobsonville Road about 3 kilome-
tres and less than 5 minutes. Allow considerable more time if in peak traffic.

3. TheHobson Motor inn is the nearest major size accommodation to wedding reception
venues at Kumeu and Huapai areas (10 minutes), to the Waitakere (Massey) Bad-
minton Centre (25 minutes), and to the Woodhill Forest (15 minutes20 kilometres).

4. The nearbyWestgate Shopping Centréhas approx. 70 + shops and entertainment fa-
cilities. The entertainment precinct has Multi Movigheatres, Ten Pin Bowling, and
Mi ssQb6s Bar & P o-odd oufletsbhahdessveral RestBurants. dhe tetail
precinct includes Warehouse, Farmers, Hill & Stewart, Noel Leeming, Dick Smith,
Craftworld, Furniture stores, Stirling sports, Michael Hills, Paperplus, United video,
postshop.

We are also the nearest large Motel to the Woodhill forest
attractions, including the Mountain bike, tree adventures, and off road areas.
